One thing | have heard over the years is ‘|
meant to do it.” What am | talking about, is
the time to keep your computer safe and get-
ting in the habit of backing up your system.

More folks are doing digital modes (in
this time of poor band conditions), general/
contesting logging computer based pro-
grams, and keeping records of different set-
tings they may be using for their rig.

By doing the few things | am about to tell you up front can save you hours of
frustration and pain. Nothing worse than saying “I meant to do that”, when your
computer crashes or you lose all of your stuff. Taking your computer to a repair
shop for repair can cost you hundreds of dollars, along with the loss of your info.

These programs are all_ FREE, but you can upgrade for more features:
Download/Install “REVO uninstaller” and use instead of windows Uninstaller
~ This is a pc based computer program that does a great job of removing
programs a lot better than windows does and it keeps your system running
faster and not getting bogged down.

2. Download/Install_“AVG or AVAST” ~ These are free antivirus programs that
will keep your system safe. Yes, viruses are on the decline, but you still
need an antivirus program to keep the old viruses out.

3. Download/Install “Malwarebytes” & “SuperAnti Spyware” ~ | suggest using
both, because one program can'’t do it all. One program goes wide and the
other goes deep. What | mean by this, with using both, it will do a better job
of finding all the malware and spyware that is hiding on your computer. Spy-
ware & Malware are on the rise to get into your computer and steal your
information. Just logging into the internet, as you do most days to check
your email can invite spyware in. The thieves make money if they can steal
your info or even your email address book.

Just a simple thing of having spyware on your computer and stealing your email
address book, seems not harmful to you, right? Wrong, they take all the email
address books that they have stolen from millions of folks and sell them to
spammers for money.

AUGUST 22, 23 HAM RADIO OPEN
HOUSE

Radio amateurs from the Rochester Amateur Radio Association (RARA) will hold
an open house that runs concurrently with the 2020 International Lighthouse
Lightship Weekend (ILLW). ILLW will feature a special event station to show-
case the science and skill of Amateur Radio. This event is open to the public
and the open house participants will explain and promote amateur radio by inter-
preting the special event operation as it is conducted.

RARA members will establish at least 2 temporary stations to showcase Ama-
teur Radio's capabilities to the general public. For over 100 years, Amateur Ra-
dio — sometimes called ham radio — has allowed people from all walks of life to
experiment with electronics and communications techniques, as well as provide
a free public service to their communities during a disaster, all without a cell
phone or the Internet. The ILLW station demonstrates ham radio's ability to work
reliably under any conditions from almost any location and create an independ-
ent communications network. The goal of the ILLW station will be to contact oth-
er ILLW stations around the world as well as stations interested in the event.

We invite anybody to come see how ham radio works. The science and skill we
offer can open doors to new career paths in technology and engineering fields,
and an Amateur Radio network can function completely independent of other
networks, such as the Internet or cellphone infrastructure. That's critical during a
disaster or emergency, such as a hurricane or a 911 call center outage. And
above it all, there's an entire social network of people connected through their
enjoyment of radio, sharing projects and ideas, mentoring, and a sense of com-
munity and belonging.

Anyone may become a licensed Amateur Radio operator. There are over
740,000 licensed hams in the United States, as young as age 5 and as old as

That comes with
time, practice, Elmering and being on the air!

A good place to begin is 7.114MHz.

It was terrifying to a teenager to sit in front of an FCC examiner and send code
on a straight key.

We have come a long way from the days of paper tapes and vinyl records. One
thing has not changed though, you have to put in the time and practice to get
on the air. Once on the air, you will be surprised how your skills will improve.

My 40m QCX

KARL HEINZ KREMER, KEKHK
Before | talk about “my” QCX, let’s review what it is and where it came from:

The QCX transceiver from QRP-Labs is (or more accurately “was”, but more
about that in a minute) in my opinion the best value proposition in ham radio:
For under $50 you got a single band CW transceiver with a built-in keyer, a built
-in straight key, the tools to adjust it and a CW decoder. Throw in a pretty de-
cent receiver with a narrow filter for CW reception, and you have the blueprint
for success. If you want to learn more about the measurements the ARRL did in
their lab for a QST article, you can find those details in the August 2019 issue of
QST. A reprint of that article is available on the QRP-Labs web site: https://
www.qrp-labs.com/images/qcx/ARRLAug2019.pdf

Hans Summers, the brains behind QRP-Labs, has sold almost 10,000 kits over
just a few years: The original QCX kit was designed for the RSGB Youths On
the Air summer camp buildathon in August of 2017. That’s 10,000 kits in less
than three years - a phenomenal success story. The hardware got updated with
small modifications over the years but stayed basically the same. The software
received a few more dramatic updates, and now even offers CAT control.

And, it comes with an excellent manu-
al. If you follow the step by step in-
structions, you will most likely end up
with a working radio.

If you have a QCX, you can find out the
serial number of your kit on this web
page: https:/lwww.qrp-labs.com/qcx/
qcxserial.html - make a label and
stick it on the back of your rig. My 20m
version that | built more than a year
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ago is #5775 and my new 40m version is #8630.

One fun activity to participate in is the monthly QCX QSO party on (or around)
the last Monday of every month. More details can be found here: https://
www.qrp-labs.com/gcx/party.htmi

This is a good way to have QCX to QCX QSOs.

If you want to get in on the fun, but have not yet ordered your kit, then it’s unfor-
tunately too late. Hans announced recently that the QCX is history, and that he
is not planning on making any more kits... However, this announcement came
with some good news as well: Even though you can no longer get a QCX, you
will be able to get a QCX+

So, what is the QCX+? It’s the same radio, but in a different package: The origi-
nal QCX has a very tightly packed PCB, and at times it gets a bit crowded if you
want to fit a new part, a soldering iron, solder and maybe a finger or two to hold
something in place between the already placed parts. It also did not make it
easy to put it into a case. The new model fixes that by having a larger board,
and actually comes with an optional case so that you end up with a nice-looking
radio. More information about the QCX+ is available here: https://www.qrp-
labs.com/qcxp.html

There are a couple of other interesting aspects of the new radio: There is an
optional “Dev Board”, which is 2nd PCB that fits on the first one and gives you
access to all the important signals on the board, and you can experiment with
and build your own hardware extensions. And, for those who think the digital
VFO in the QCX drifts too much, there will be an optional TCXO, which can also
be retrofitted into the original QCX.

You can pre-order yours today, and it will ship probably in late June. The bad
news is that it's no longer under $50 - you now have to pay $55 for it (that’s just
for the transceiver, once you add the case and other things, it gets a bit more
expensive, but the radio with the enclosure is still cheaper than the original QCX
with the custom case from BAMA in Germany -
https://www.bamatech.net/geraetegehaeuse/).

So, let's talk about my QCX. When Forest ap- |
proached me about the RXCWG build project, |
still had an unbuilt QCX kit, which | bought last
summer, after slapping myself for not picking one
up at Dayton (Susan and | actually had breakfast
with Hans at FDIM one morning). So out of stor-
age it came, and | reacquainted myself with the
building instructions and did some research about
different ways to build the project. There are two
approaches: Stick to the manual and place all
parts of the same type and value at the same time
vs. building the project by subsystems and test
each subsystem to make sure that you have not

introduced any errors. This makes it easier to fix anything that went wrong in the
previous step. We did eventually decide to stick with the manual - almost 10,000
kits are a good reason to trust the excellent manual.

| started with the build, but stopped after placing the
IC sockets and the first set of capacitors to add the
toroids. My kit uses PCB version 4, the last version
was 5, and in between the two, the instructions were
changed so that the toroids are now the first ele-
ments that are being placed. | tried a compromise to
come up with a way that allows somebody who has
not soldered in a while to get some soldering prac- &
tice on the IC sockets and about 10 of the capacitors
before tackling the toroids, which require a bit more
heat for the magnet wire coating to burn off. This
worked out pretty well.

After placing all the other parts and a nervous first power-up (using a current
limited power supply to keep any potential damage manageable), the next step
was peaking the band pass filter and working on the wrong sideband suppres-
sion (or 1/Q balance). This is all done with the built-in test tools and worked flaw-
lessly. As the manual suggested, | went back and forth between | and Q adjust-
ments a few times and ended up with a pretty good configuration. After connect-
ing an antenna, it was obvious that the receiver was working perfectly. With a
QRP power meter, | measured about 3.5W out with 13.8V power. That is a bit
low, but still acceptable and more than enough to test the transit capabilities.
After my first few QSOs | took off the display and spread the windings of the
lowpass filter toroids a bit further apart. That brought the output power up to
about 4W (and 5W with 15V input
power).

My first QSO was an SKCC QSO - |
tuned to 7,060Mhz and started to CQ.
To make things a bit easier, | also
spotted myself on the SKCC spotter
(more about that in the future). It still
took a few rounds of CQ to get some-
body’s attention, but eventually
WB8REA from Michigan came back,
and | had my first QSO with my brand
new QCX. The 2nd one was just a
couple of minutes later when | an-
swered a “CQ POTA” call, so not only
did I get my 2nd QCX QSO, | also end-
ed up getting credit for a park in my
POTA stats.

Working a POTA station is fun, but
even more fun is to actually activate a
park with this litle QRP radio. | went to
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the newest NY park, the “Erie Canalway National Heritage Corridor”, which | had
activated once before. To make sure that | could finish with a successful activa-
tion, | worked SSB with 100W from my Yaesu FT-857D first, and after 14 QSOs,
| switched to the QCX. The antenna was just a hamstick on the car with two 33ft
radials on the ground. Soon after my first CQ, | received a Reverse Beacon Net-
work confirmation on my phone — that was a good sign that my signal was actu-
ally getting out. Five QSOs later, the QCX had proven that it is a capable radio
and that even a full POTA activation with it would be possible - especially when
adding a bigger antenna to the setup.

I've since added a few more QSOs with the QCX. In one instance, | had an al-
most painful experience... The QCX receiver does not have AGC (or automatic
gain control), which means that in order to equalize the audio levels of weak and
strong stations, you have to keep your hand on the volume control. When one of
my CQs was answered by N4KHZ (Hi John!) from just one mile away, it almost
blew out my ears. So be prepared to act fast and either turn down the volume or
pull off your headphones.

If you have an unbuilt QCX kit sitting in your “someday shoebox”, take a couple
of evenings and build it. And, if you have not yet considered building one of
these radios, put your pre-order in for the new QCX+ - it’s still a great value.

NOTE: There are videos included with this article to illustrate capabilities of
these devices. Click the camera icon on the page.

Begin by starting the Arduino IDE.
Select “ILI9341Test” program:
File /| Examples / XPT2046_Touchscreen / ILI9341Test.

This program works without modification and demonstrates the coordinates re-
turned from the touch screen controller. Compile and download the program to
your Teensy.

Here are the 2 possible screens of the ILI9341Test program

Notice the coordinates of the stylus touching the screen. This indicates that the
stylus is near the origin (0, 0) of the touch screen, bottom right corner.

Now try a program that is a bit more interesting.
Select File / Examples / ILI9341_T3 / touchpaint

The “touchpaint” program includes a header file that defines driver software for
a different touch screen controller than is used on this display so you will have to

change a few lines of code to include the proper header file. N

The display and touch screen each have their own coordinate system and
origin, (0, 0). Unfortunately, neither are the same.

The next addition aligns the axis of the display and the touch screen. This is in-
dicated on the label of the package. Add the lines below to void setup(void)
after the following statements:

GRAPHICS DISPLAY

We will discuss the display in this issue of the RAG. In the August issue, we will
discuss the touch screen.

Here are a few display commands to become familiar with.

Most display commands depend on location, direction and color:
X = location on the X axis
Y = location on the Y axis
W = width or distance in the X direction
H = height or distance in the Y direction
C = color

With 0,0 in the upper left corner, the value of X increases moving from left to
right and the value of Y increases from top to bottom. Characters, figures and
drawings are all located / oriented by their upper left corner. Letters are drawn
and treated as figures, not text.

ILI9341 _t3 tft = ILI9341_t3(CS, DC) creates a display object, tft and de-
fines the microcontroller pin to use as a chip select (CS) and as the data / com-
mand signal to the display controller (DC).

tft.begin() Initializes the display driver software

tft.setRotation(R) Sets the rotation or which corner of the display is 0,0.
R can be a value from 0 to 3.

tft.fillScreen(C) Set the screen background color.

tit.drawRect(X, Y, W, H, C) Draw the outline of a rectangle with a colored
line of color C starting at point X, Y with a width of W and a height of H

tit.fillRect(X, Y, W, H, C) Draw a rectangle filed with color

tft.setTextColor(C) Set the color for displayed text

tft.setTextSize(N) Set the text size to N

The default characters are based on a 5 x 8 dot matrix. For a character size of N
= 3, each dot is created with a 3x3 pixel block. For a character size of 2 each
dot is created with a 2x2 pixel block. There is 1 block between each character.
This allows you to calculate how much space text will occupy on the display.
With N = 3 a character is 18 pixels wide and 24 pixels high. To display 10 char-
acters you would need an area on the display that is 180 pixels long and 24 pix-
els high.
tft.setCursor(X, Y ) Set the position to begin printing text

tft.printl n(ThRpmiésthe text, in the character size and colorspeci-
fied, at the starting at the location X, Y.
